TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
 Sometimes the treasures of art can provide 
us with clues about traditions. Take, for exam-
ple, the miter, the conical hat with lappets, or 
back-flaps that fall to the shoulders. This cap 
is worn by bishops in the Catholic West. East-
ern Catholics favor a crown, but we have this 
curious headpiece. In Greek, the word means 
“turban.” Old paintings and mosaics provide 
clues about headgear for bishops, and there is 
very little artistic evidence for the miter before 
the year 1000. Before then, some kind of head 
covering might have been worn to offset the 
damp and chill of unheated churches. The 
pope, as far back as the seventh century, often 
wore a cap called a camelaucum. Around that 
time, artists painting St. Peter began to portray 
their subject wearing this hat. By the year 
1000 or so, the pope began to grant similar 
helmet-shaped headgear as gifts to visiting 
abbots and bishops. They returned home with 
these new chapeaus, and before long every-
body wanted one! 
 Today, miters are granted not only to bish-
ops, but to certain favored abbots and occa-
sionally abbesses. Pope Benedict XVI set 
aside the tradition of the papal tiara in favor of 
the miter, even on his coat of arms. Pope Paul 
VI was the last pope to have a coronation. As 
recently as the 1960s, miters were towering 
skyscrapers of jewels and rich silks, but now a 
simplicity of style is favored by bishops. Mi-
ters are here to stay, and experienced altar 
servers know how to await the bishop’s re-
moving of the miter, since he does not wear it 
when he is saying the presidential prayers or 
the Eucharistic Prayer.

Parish Nurse Tip — Gout is a common, painful form 
of arthritis which can cause swollen, red, hot and stiff 
joints.  Gout happens when uric acid builds up in your 
body.  Uric acid comes from the breakdown of substances 
called purines which are in your body’s tissues and in 
foods, such as liver, dried beans and peas, and anchovies.  
Normally, uric acid dissolves in the blood.  It passes 
through the kidneys and out of the body in urine.  But 
sometimes uric acid can build up and form needle-like 
crystals.  When they form in your joints, it is very painful.  
The crystals can also cause kidney stones.

Departure Directions From Holy Redeemer by the 
Sea: The most common way of departure is to leave the 
parking lot by making a right hand turn on Kitty Hawk 
Road; proceed East toward the Atlantic Ocean to the traffic 
light on Route 158. From the traffic light, proceed North, 
South or continue East to Route 12. (Beach Road) 
Alternate Directions: 
   If you are traveling North, take Shelby Avenue North. 
Shelby Avenue intersects Kitty Hawk Road at the main 
entrance to the parking lot (opposite the Church’s main 
entrance).  Shelby Avenue becomes Sand Dune Drive, 
which intersects with Route 158 at the 3.5 mile marker. 
   If you are traveling South, leave the parking lot and 
make a left hand turn on Kitty Hawk Road; proceed West 
toward the Sound; go past the Church to the first road on 
your left (.2 miles from the parking lot); turn left on Moor 
Shore Road, which becomes Beacon Drive, which inter-
sects with Route 158, one block South of the traffic light. 
   If you are traveling North to Southern Shores, Mar-
tin’s Point, Wright Brothers’ Memorial Bridge or Cur-
rituck County, make a left hand turn on Kitty Hawk 
Road; proceed West toward the Sound; go past the Fire 
Station until you come to RPC Construction Company on 
your right (1.3 miles from the Church’s parking lot); make 
a right on Woods Road, which will lead you to Route 158.

    Eighteenth Sunday of Ordinary Time  
      July 31, 2016  
 

In today’s Gospel, Jesus reminds us of how unhealthy it is to make our material 
successes and pleasures the first priority in our life. St. Francis de Sales tells us 
how to redirect these loves in a way that makes us “rich in what matters to God”:  
 
We never seem to have enough to satiate our desires. Yet we know that the riches 
and goods of the world are powerful allurements that can dissipate our heart if we 
have an inordinate attachment to them. Moreover, the care needed to preserve and 
increase our material possessions can deplete our energy. Yet, I would like to instill 
in your heart both wealth and poverty together. Take care to increase your wealth 
and resources, but in a manner that is just, proper and charitable. You ought to have 
greater and finer care than worldly people do to make your property profitable and 
fruitful.  
 
Nothing makes us so prosperous in this world as giving alms to the poor. God will 
repay us, not only in the next world, but even in this one. Our possessions are not 
our own. They are a gift from God, who desires that we cultivate and make them 
fruitful and profitable for the reign of God among us.  
 
When we labor for a worldly good out of God’s peaceful love, the care in our labor 
is calm, amiable, and agreeable. This easy and gentle way leads us to divine love. 
Divine love never says enough is sufficient. Holy love desires to have the courage 
always to progress on the way of true happiness. You can possess material riches 
without being poisoned by them if you merely keep them in your home and purse, 
and not in your heart. In this way we live a poverty of spirit in the midst of riches. 
So rather than be captive to earthly goods, let your human spirit that is bound for 
heaven migrate to the goodness of God, who enlightens and makes whole the hu-
man heart that is open to divine love.
