Departure Directions From Holy Redeemer by the
Sea: The most common way of departure is to leave the
parking lot by making a right hand turn on Kitty Hawk
Road; proceed East toward the Atlantic Ocean to the traffic
light on Route 158. From the traffic light, proceed North,
South or continue East to Route 12. (Beach Road)
Alternate Directions:

If you are traveling North, take Shelby Avenue North.
Shelby Avenue intersects Kitty Hawk Road at the main
entrance to the parking lot (opposite the Church’s main
entrance). Shelby Avenue becomes Sand Dune Drive,
which intersects with Route 158 at the 3.5 mile marker.

If you are traveling South, leave the parking lot and
make a left hand turn on Kitty Hawk Road; proceed West
toward the Sound; go past the Church to the first road on
your left (.2 miles from the parking lot); turn left on Moor
Shore Road, which becomes Beacon Drive, which inter-
sects with Route 158, one block South of the traffic light.

If you are traveling North to Southern Shores, Mar-
tin’s Point, Wright Brothers’ Memorial Bridge or Cur-
rituck County, make a left hand turn on Kitty Hawk
Road; proceed West toward the Sound; go past the Fire
Station until you come to RPC Construction Company on
your right (1.3 miles from the Church’s parking lot); make
a right on Woods Road, which will lead you to Route 158.

Salesian Sunday Reflection

Twenty-third Sunday in Ordinary Time
September 4, 2016

Today’s Gospel reminds us that if we truly value being a disciple of Jesus, we
must be single minded and focus only on those things that will lead us to love
of God and love of neighbor. St. Francis de Sales notes that this may require
us to reorient our loves:

A true lover has almost no pleasure aside from the loved object. Such is the
case with our friendships that are good and excellent. They are wholly for
God and in God. The love and friendship we have in God last eternally be-
cause they are grounded in a solid and permanent foundation of divine love.

In our desire to love God above all things, little by little we let go of all of our
affections that are insignificant and worthless before God because they are not
guaranteed to last eternally. Moreover, love of things and friendships that are
not centered in God’s love lead us down an empty path. Yet, we cannot remain
long deprived of every kind of affection. We must take up the affections fit-
ting to the service of divine love. If we have divested our self of our old affec-
tion for parents, country, home, friends and things, we must now take on a
completely new affection for them. Now our affections for them will no
longer be self-serving but rather serve God’s glory.

The kingfisher builds a solid and tight nest in a way that allows it to remain
on top of the waves of the sea. In its nest the bird is master of the sea. Simi-
larly, even though transitory things surround your heart, always keep your
heart above or superior to them, so that you may be master of them. Your
heart must be open to heaven alone. Once we let go of all things for God’s
love, we are free to practice virtue according to the will of God, who desires
to transform our self-centered loves into divine love. Let us no longer love our
dear friends, relations and things except in holy love and friendship that last
