TREASURES FROM OUR TRADITION 
      We’ve been thinking about names lately, 
and there is hardly any tradition older than 
changing one’s name when accepting a new 
vocation in life. In the time of Jesus, people 
would normally wait until the eighth day after 
birth for the naming of a child, partly because 
of the fragility of infant life, when the eighth 
day would mark the end of a survival crisis, 
and also because the elders would look for 
some clues as to the child’s identity. In Jewish 
life then as now, it was not the custom to name 
a child after a living parent; notice there are no 
“juniors” in the genealogy of Jesus. Remember 
also how the relatives complained to Zachary 
and Elizabeth that no one in their family was 
ever named John. Then there are the changed 
names, Abram became Abraham, Sarai be-
came Sarah, Saul became Paul, Simon became 
Peter. This spills over into Western culture in 
many ways, such as British royalty taking new 
names at coronation. It’s anybody’s guess, for 
example, whether the Prince of Wales intends 
to be King Charles II, or become Henry, or 
Edward, or George if he wishes. 
 Members of religious orders have until 
recent years swapped baptismal names for new 
ones, and the latest pope made a switch as 
well. Secular life has many parallels, and 
movie stars like Cary Grant, Judy Garland, and 
John Wayne might not have shone so brightly 
as Archie Leach, Frances Gumm, and Marion 
Morrison. There are some compelling reasons 
in our tradition for taking a new name when 
undertaking a new mission, yet also a clear 
preference for choosing the right baptismal 
name from the start!

Reflecting on God’s Word  
    If anyone is the prophet of the punch line, it is Amos. 
He travels up from the south to preach to the people of the 
northern kingdom of Israel and he pulls no punches. 
“Woe to the complacent,” he begins, and then in a quick 
series of brush strokes lets them know how God sees 
them: lying upon their beds, stretched out on their 
couches, eating their tender lamb and calves, drinking 
fine wine while the music plays and they anoint them-
selves with the best oils. Then the punch line—they shall 
be the first to go into exile. The party is over! 
    In a similar vein Jesus paints a portrait of “Richman”—
tradition has named him Dives (Latin for “rich man”)—
dressed in the best, eating the best, insulated in his own 
little world, while at his door Lazarus lies starving, with 
only dogs coming to lick his sores. It is a scene of total 
indifference to the plight of the poor. God’s response is 
clear. The wheel will turn. And when it does, so shall 
Lazarus and Richman. What was a gap between them be-
comes a chasm. 
    The Letter to Timothy today contains advice from a 
mentor to his beloved child in the faith. It offers of profile 
of how the baptized person is to live. It’s a shame that the 
reading does not begin earlier (1 Timothy 6:9–10) and 
end later (6:17–19), because these verses directly warn 
about the dangers of money, offering advice for the 
wealthy so that they may “lay hold of eternal life” (6:12).

 Francis de Sales once wrote, in his characteristic display 
of common sense, that “a job done too eagerly is never 
well done,” an insight he perhaps gained from his own 
experience of having to deal with the constant demands 
placed upon him as a bishop. Picking up on Francis's wis-
dom, Fr. Brisson would advise the Oblates that in addi-
tion to prayer “on the go” in the midst of one's activities, 
and the liturgical life of the church, it was necessary to 
leave aside at least half an hour daily to quietly place one-
self in God's presence through meditation. 
 In today's fast-paced economic and social environment, 
where production and merit can often become seen as 
barometers of personal worth, the Salesian emphasis on 
the need for contemplation in the midst of action can in-
deed be a counter-cultural witness. It testifies that our 
identity isn’t so much a product of what we can do or ac-
complish in a set amount of time, but flows from who we 
are as we sit in God's sight. We were not made to run as 
high-output machines, …. but as children enlivened by 
the breath of the Spirit of God. We are propelled forward 
not by timetables or revenue outcomes, but by the love 
that comes when we let God embrace us in prayer.

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Salesian Sunday Reflection 

 

September 25, 2016 
Twenty-sixth Sunday in Ordinary Time 

 
Today’s readings remind us that we must continually be open to God’s love and 
persevere in the love we owe God. St. Francis de Sales remarks:  
 
Both the rich and the poor are called to render to God the service due to God. We 
see in today’s Gospel that Lazarus, though suffering, perseveres in loving God 
faithfully and dies happily. But the rich man clung so strongly to his wealth that he 
made it his god.  
 
Like the rich man, we can become obsessed with our possessions. As a result, we 
pray that God will do our will, instead of praying that we do God’s will. That is, 
we try to use God as a means to our own ends, which is an illusion. God alone is 
our true end.  
 
Avarice is not the only disordered inclination. There are others such as selfishness, 
anger, pride or envy. Yet, if we are open to God’s love, neither our temperament 
nor our inclinations can hinder us from persevering in a holy way of life. However, 
abundant as a water source may be, the water enters a garden in full flow only ac-
cording to the size of the channel that brings the water into the garden. The Holy 
Spirit is like a fountain of living water that flows into our hearts so as to spread its 
grace therein, if we give our consent. It is not grace that fails us, but rather it is we 
who fail grace. God’s enlivening love is never wanting to us if we are willing to re-
ceive it.  
 
After his conversion, St. Paul, who was naturally sharp, rude and harsh, became 
fully open to God’s grace. Taking hold of Paul’s natural harshness, God’s love 
made him so much more resolute in the good he undertook, and invincible in all 
kinds of pains and labors. Is not God’s love higher than nature? Persevere, and 
with God’s help, you will arrange all your natural inclinations according to reason. 
Then you will become attentive to the love you owe God, and all your works will 
produce fruit that proceed from God’s Spirit, the wellspring of our spirit.
